It didn’t have anything to do with Douglas, planning or 




anything.





We caught DCR several times stealing water off the fire 




hydrants.




It costs a lot of money to file for a new permit.


Robert Sullivan explains that there are two Monthly Sewer reports because 
there was no meeting in August.




The only thing he wants to point out is that the river average is 9 CFS 


short of what we need to be.




If the Whitins and Manchuag let out what they should be then 



we’d be okay so one of them is not letting out the correct 




amount of water.





How do we monitor it?





Is there paperwork to stand up to it?





What about a staff gauge?






It would be really expensive to install a staff gauge 




and we have no data to back it up.





They were both told how much to let out by the study 




that was done to support wildlife.



The permit still has Guilford’s included.




The new permit will reflect the new changes.
