Gas Project Update

be.

Davis Street and Monroe Project Update



Quarter a way through the design portion


Design is looking at all of it – all the way to Uxbridge with the water, sewer they will go 
as far as with the gravity about to the pipeline, anything beyond that is a pump station.
North Street Project Update


Waiting for the contract to be resolved- water and sewer, drainage and straightening the 
road a little, sidewalks might be installed but it has to go through engineering process.  
This would involve an elevated tank about 300,000.

 A lot of these are small issues and will try to incorporate into these bigger projects 
but the worst looks like C Street, which needs to be lined and may be a pump station 
issue.


All sewer repairs on North Street as part of that project if we move forward on the 
project. 

Water Asset Management Plan was awarded for $ 90,000.00, which will not start 
until 
the end of the year after we finish the Sewer Asset Management.

The department received a grant for the Lead and Copper for $ 75, 000.00.
